Severe Thunderstorms Disrupt Flights at Dallas Airports, Weather Alert in Place
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Severe thunderstorms have caused significant disruptions at Dallas/Fort Worth (DFW) International Airport and Dallas Love Field. Many flights have been delayed or canceled due to adverse weather conditions. The thunderstorms are expected to persist throughout the evening, with the possibility of damaging winds, hail, lightning, and heavy rainfall. The storm activity is expected to be most intense in the western and northern parts of the area, potentially lasting until midnight.
The National Weather Service has issued a severe thunderstorm watch for the region until 8 p.m. This watch indicates that conditions are favorable for severe weather, though it does not guarantee that every location will be affected. Residents are advised to stay tuned to weather updates and seek shelter if a local warning is issued.
Overnight temperatures are expected to drop to the mid-60s to near 70, with light winds from the south and patchy fog possible by morning. Tomorrow's weather is predicted to be mainly cloudy, which could reduce the chance of severe storms. However, showers and thunderstorms are still possible, with highs ranging from 80 to the mid-80s. 
The inclement weather is linked to a warm and humid air mass that has settled over the Dallas-Fort Worth area, causing temperatures to feel like the low 90s despite actual readings in the 80s.
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
