Tennessee Judge Halts Graceland Auction Amid Ownership Dispute

A judge in Tennessee has halted the planned auction of Graceland, previously the home of Elvis Presley, amidst a legal dispute over ownership. The mansion, located in Memphis, was scheduled for auction this Thursday. The legal battle centers around Riley Keough, Elvis's granddaughter, and a company, Naussany Investments, which asserted ownership by claiming Lisa Marie Presley, Riley's late mother, used Graceland as collateral for a $3.8 million loan that allegedly was not repaid.
On Wednesday, Shelby County Chancellor JoeDae Jenkins issued a temporary injunction against the auction, with Riley Keough alleging that the loan documents were fraudulent and her mother’s signature was forged. The court ruling maintains the existing temporary restraining order and blocks the foreclosure.
Following this, a spokesperson for Graceland and Elvis Presley Enterprises confirmed the court's decision, ensuring Graceland's operations will continue as usual, allowing fans to visit the historic site.
Riley Keough, known for her role in Amazon's “Daisy Jones & the Six,” inherited Graceland and much of her father's estate after Lisa Marie Presley's death in 2023. Naussany Investments indicated they would no longer pursue claims, citing legal complexities across multiple states.
Elvis Presley purchased Graceland in 1957 and lived there until his death in 1977. The property became a public museum in the early 1980s and now attracts roughly 600,000 visitors annually. Elvis, his parents, Lisa Marie Presley, and her son Benjamin Keough are all interred at Graceland.
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
