Arsenal nears costly deals for Madueke and Gyokeres as transfer spree intensifies
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Arsenal’s transfer activity this summer is gathering pace as the club looks to bolster its squad with a string of high-profile signings. Having already confirmed three transfers—goalkeeper Kepa Arrizabalaga for £5 million, midfielder Martin Zubimendi from Real Sociedad, and Christian Norgaard from Brentford—the Premier League runners-up appear set to accelerate their recruitment drive under new sporting director Andrea Berta.
One of the most imminent announcements is the signing of winger Noni Madueke from Chelsea. The England international is expected to be unveiled as an Arsenal player imminently, having completed his medical and signed the necessary paperwork after returning from the Club World Cup. The Gunners reportedly agreed a deal worth around £52-55 million for Madueke, who will join on a five-year contract, adding significant firepower to Mikel Arteta's forward line.
Arsenal are also closing in on securing Viktor Gyokeres, the Sporting CP striker who has emerged as a key target for the club's search for a new No.9. Negotiations with Sporting have advanced considerably after Gyokeres' agent reportedly waived part of his fee to bridge the financial gap. The agreed package is said to total about £63.6 million, comprising £55 million up front plus further guaranteed add-ons. The agent's presence in London to finalise the transfer signals that a medical is likely to follow shortly. However, some reports highlight a valuation chasm remains, with Sporting’s asking price as high as £69 million, suggesting there may still be details to resolve before an official confirmation.
In addition to these attacking reinforcements, Arsenal have made a breakthrough in recruiting defensive talent, with a verbal agreement reportedly reached for Valencia defender Christian Mosquera. The deal, valued at approximately €15 million (£13 million) plus add-ons, reflects Arsenal's summer strategy of strengthening across the pitch. Mosquera, who was keen on the move and is expected to commit to a long-term contract, may be officially announced in the coming days.
This flurry of transfer activity demonstrates Arsenal’s clear intent to build a squad capable of mounting a serious challenge next season. With Andrea Berta steering the club’s recruitment in his first window, the Gunners appear determined to blend experience and youth, addressing key areas through calculated investments. The next few days will be pivotal as Arsenal looks to wrap up pending deals and possibly expand their transfer tally well beyond their initial confirmed signings.
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
