Two men arrested over dangerous off-road biking in Newcastle town centre
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Two men have been arrested following reports of dangerous off-road bike riding in Newcastle town centre. The incident took place on Thursday, 17 April, at approximately 9:30am in Ironmarket, Newcastle-under-Lyme, Staffordshire.
Members of the public alerted police after witnessing the off-road bike being ridden in a hazardous manner through the town centre. Staffordshire Police responded by sending officers to the scene, where they seized the bike and detained two suspects.
An 18-year-old man from Newcastle-under-Lyme was arrested on suspicion of theft of a motor vehicle, common assault of an emergency worker, criminal damage to property valued under £5,000, and using threatening or abusive words or behaviour likely to cause harassment, alarm, or distress.
A 22-year-old man from Stoke-on-Trent was also arrested, facing charges including using a motor vehicle on a road or public place without third party insurance, driving otherwise than in accordance with a licence, criminal damage to property valued under £5,000, attempted theft of a motor vehicle, and common assault of an emergency worker.
A spokesman for Staffordshire Police stated: "Officers were called to Ironmarket following reports of a bike being driven dangerously. The bike was seized and two men were arrested. Our enquiries are ongoing. Anyone who has any relevant information is asked to contact us."
