Towntickers crown Wymondham as Norfolk’s greatest town for historic charm and community spirit
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The duo behind the popular social media account Towntickers has bestowed a glowing review upon Wymondham, labelling it the "greatest town in Norfolk.” Known for their whimsical and poetic assessments of towns across the UK, they contrasted their recent visit to Wymondham with a rather scathing critique of Watton, which they described as “the worst town in Norfolk.” Upon introducing Wymondham, the reviewers were captivated by its historic charm right from the outset, dubbing it an “undisputed beaut” ideal for commuters heading towards Norwich.
As they explored the town, the duo of reviewers found inspiration in the picturesque surroundings, rhyming about Wymondham's beauty during the early months of spring. Their affection for the locality was palpable, especially when they stopped by Wymondham Abbey—a Norman church established in 1107, renowned for its stunning Caen stone and intricately carved angel roofs. Despite the casual nature of the review, it underscored the architectural grandeur that characterises this historical site, which boasts two 18th-century organs and a striking gold-faced reredos. This blend of history and artistry adds an enriching layer to visitors’ experiences, making the abbey a must-see for both locals and tourists.
However, the reviewers did not shy away from a touch of irony. Their visit to the Co-op saw them favouring chain store offerings over local produce, a commentary that might resonate with some residents concerned about local business vitality amid chain retail expansion. After their brief shopping excursion, the pair immersed themselves in the "splendour" of Wymondham Abbey's striking towers, expressing regret that they couldn’t linger longer given their travel plans. Their heartfelt admiration was encapsulated in their clever rhyme, suggesting the abbey's visual appeal would have kept them entranced for hours.
The Green Dragon Inn, a pub with roots that trace back to the 14th century, also attracted their praise, even though it was closed during their visit. Such historic establishments are woven into the very fabric of Wymondham, providing a glimpse into the rich tapestry of the town's past. Additionally, the town's award-winning train station was highlighted; it earned the title of "Small Station of the Year" at the National Rail Awards in 2006, while the Station Bistro claimed the best café in Norfolk accolade at the Muddy Stilettos Awards in 2022, showcasing the town's commitment to quality and service.
Referencing anticipated developments, including plans for 650 new homes in Wymondham, the reviewers expressed optimism about the town's growth, suggesting that residents would ensure it retains its character. Their overall evaluation concluded with a commendable score of six out of seven, a testament to the sense of place that Wymondham evokes. The combination of its historical assets, community spirit, and an inviting atmosphere has undoubtedly set it apart as a gem in Norfolk, offering a compelling blend of old-world charm and modern potential.
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
