Lando Norris Celebrates First Grand Prix Victory in Miami and Bonds with Travis Kelce

Lando Norris, an English Formula 1 driver, celebrated his first-ever Grand Prix victory in Miami, where he met Travis Kelce, the Kansas City Chiefs tight end and part-owner of Alpine's F1 team.
