Amazon's head of television, Vernon Sanders, and Sony Pictures Television Studios President Katherine Pope expressed their excitement about Cage’s involvement.
Developed by writers and executive producers Oren Uziel and Steve Lightfoot, the series also includes Emmy-winning director Harry Bradbeer, who will direct and executive produce the first two episodes. The creative team behind "Spider-Man: Into the Spider-Verse"—Phil Lord, Christopher Miller, and Amy Pascal—are also onboard as executive producers.
