Gulph Rd., King of Prussia): - Opening: May 15 at 11:30 a.m. - Concept: A Michelin-recommended soup-dumpling specialist intending to become a national brand. - Details: Located in King of Prussia Mall, it features semi-private dining, an open kitchen, and Chinese-inspired cocktails.
5. Queen & Rook (123 South St.): - Opening: Saturday at noon. - Concept: Game cafe with a 2,000+ board game library and a menu leaning vegan and vegetarian. - Features: Three floors, two bars, and a retro video game arcade.
6. Ross & Co. (58 S. York Rd., Hatboro): - Opening: Pending liquor license. - Concept: Family-friendly bar-restaurant by industry veteran Bob Ross. - Highlights: Features a balconied layout and a comprehensive drinks menu.
7. Slice & Schmear (1700 S. 10th St.): - Opening: Soon. - Concept: Bagels in the morning and square pizza the rest of the day by Aakash Patel. - Features: Located at the former Korshak Bagels spot.
