Rachel and Tobi, undeterred by the criticism, encouraged their guests to join them in the pool fully clothed. This isn't the only controversy surrounding Rachel's wedding attire. She also faced remarks about a revealing lace mini dress she wore during the reception, although many defended her choice.
