Prince Harry and Meghan Markle's Awkward Moment in Nigeria Sparks Mixed Reactions
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Prince Harry and Meghan Markle experienced an awkward moment during their recent visit to Nigeria in celebration of the 10th anniversary of the Invictus Games. The couple found themselves sitting through a ceremony in which the Nigerian national anthem was played, resulting in a moment that felt particularly uncomfortable for them. She co-hosted a women's leadership event with Ngoni Okonjo-Iweala, Director-General of the World Trade Organization, discussing her Nigerian heritage. Meanwhile, Prince Harry visited a military hospital to meet wounded soldiers.
