Comedian Dane Baptiste's Threatening Comment Sparks Controversy
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Comedian Dane Baptiste Issues Threatening Comment
On Instagram, comedian Dane Baptiste posted a threatening message directed at a Jewish comedian. This post, shared publicly, included a detailed death threat, referencing the comedian's family and residence. The message read: “A quick message to the Zionist comedian stalking my family’s page. I want you to sit down with your husband and kids and imagine what their lives will be without you, b/c north London is a quick trip to make and a Think Tank will have to be an actual tank to keep you safe from me. Ask about and comedians will tell you I will be at your literal doorstep. Your agent won’t keep you safe. And I’ll sit in prison while your family sit at the cemetery. First and last warning. Your act is dumb but don’t be a dumb woman. For your own safety.”
This incident prompted limited response from the comedy community. Notably, Baptiste was not concealing his post, and it remained visible for hours. Furthermore, the comedian continued to perform at scheduled gigs, despite backlash.
In his subsequent apology, Baptiste clarified his intent, stating he distinguished between "Zionist" and "Jewish" but faced significant criticism for his remarks. The affected comedian's identity has not been publicly disclosed, and there has been no significant reaction from major figures within the comedy industry.
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
