GOP Representatives Doubt Credibility of Trial in Trump's Hush Money Case
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On Thursday, GOP representatives held a news conference following their attendance at former President Donald Trump’s hush money trial in Manhattan. The trial, held at the Manhattan Criminal Courthouse, centers around allegations that Trump falsified business records to cover up hush money payments to adult film star Stormy Daniels.
Among the Republicans at the courthouse were Sen. Tommy Tuberville, who expressed doubts about the credibility of key witness Michael Cohen, Trump’s former lawyer. House Speaker Mike Johnson made unsupported claims about the trial’s integrity, alleging financial improprieties and partisan manipulation by prosecutors. Other notable attendees included Sens. J.D. Vance and representatives such as Nicole Malliotakis and Matt Gaetz. These GOP members consistently echoed Trump’s remarks, describing the trial as a “sham” and accusing the judicial process of being politically biased.
Trump, charged with 34 felony counts of falsifying business records, has pleaded not guilty. Cohen’s testimony included details of his past lies to protect Trump, while Trump’s defense aimed to depict Cohen as unreliable. The scene outside the courthouse was marked by synchronized support from GOP lawmakers, reiterating Trump’s claims of innocence and election interference.
Throughout the proceedings, Trump made various public statements challenging the trial’s fairness despite a gag order. This led to tensions and heightened media attention, further amplified by comedic takes from late-night hosts. The trial continues to attract both prominent political figures and significant public scrutiny.
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
