James Franco returns to the limelight at Nespresso party in Cannes after five-year hiatus
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Hollywood actor James Franco made a public appearance at the Nespresso party in Cannes on Thursday, marking his return to the limelight after a five-year hiatus. The event took place on Cannes's Croisette, featuring a star-studded guest list that included actor Barry Keoghan, actress Hunter Schafer, and former Love Islanders. Franco, who wore a tuxedo, stayed in the VIP section with heavy security.
In 2019, Franco faced allegations and a lawsuit from five students of his film school, Studio 4, accusing him of inappropriate and sexual behavior. One student claimed Franco forced her to perform oral sex. His attorney denied these allegations, and the suit was eventually settled. In a podcast interview last year, Franco admitted to having consensual sexual relations with students, which he acknowledged as wrong.
After playing leading roles in films like "Spider-Man," "Pineapple Express," and "127 Hours," Franco had not worked on a project since the accusations came to light. He is currently in Cannes to promote his new film, "The Razor's Edge," directed by Tommy Lee Jones. The film hopes to attract buyers at the festival, with filming expected to begin later in June. This will be Franco's first major film appearance since "The Deuce" in 2018, excluding his voiceover work in "Arctic Dogs."
Nespresso, an official sponsor of the Cannes Film Festival, collaborated with several celebrities throughout the event, including Barry Keoghan, who was also in attendance.
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
