The narrative also highlights the themes of Welsh identity and queer lives, incorporating substantial Welsh-language dialogue.
The series portrays the rigorous and emotionally taxing process of adoption, underscoring the challenges and emotional upheavals faced by both adoptive parents and children. The creators aimed to authentically represent these experiences while also addressing the broader context of LGBTQ+ rights and family structures.
