Drake’s Wireless Festival finale sparks mixed reactions with shorter set and fewer guests
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Drake’s return to the UK stage at the Wireless Festival in London was notable for headlining all three days of the event—his first UK performances in six years. Across July 11, 12, and 13, he delivered extensive, dynamic setlists boasting over 40 tracks each night, blending his biggest hits with new releases and showcasing his versatility as an artist. Fans were treated to a range of songs over the festival’s duration, including standouts like "Passionfruit," "Marvins Room," "Teenage Fever," "IDGAF," "No Face," "Circadian Rhythm," and an unreleased collaboration with UK rapper Central Cee.
Despite the scale and enthusiasm surrounding his return, Drake’s final headline performance on July 13 drew mixed reactions, largely due to its brevity. Unlike the previous night’s 90-minute set that featured an impressive 13 surprise guests, the closing act lasted only about 40 minutes and included just three guest performers: Popcaan, Rema, and Vybz Kartel. This significant reduction in duration and guest appearances sparked disappointment among some attendees and fans on social media, who had anticipated a grand finale. Nevertheless, Drake maintained a warm connection with the audience, opening with the unreleased track featuring Central Cee and reaffirming his affection for London by telling the crowd, “London, I will love you for the rest of my life.”
Throughout the final performance, Drake delivered a concise selection of fan favourites such as "Controlla," "Find Your Love," and "One Dance," aiming to lift the mood and provide a memorable experience despite the set’s shorter length. His apologetic tone and effort to engage the crowd reflected an awareness of the audience’s expectations, and while some may have hoped for a longer show with more guest appearances, others appreciated the quality and energy he packed into the abbreviated set.
Critically, while his Wireless Festival appearances were praised for their curated variety, some noted a relative lack of conviction or enthusiasm in his hosting on the last night. Nonetheless, the overall festival run demonstrated Drake's enduring draw and ability to harness his deep catalogue for diverse and engaging performances, reinforcing his status as one of the most prominent figures in contemporary music.
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
