UK Prepares for First Summer Heatwave with Temperatures Set to Soar
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UK Braces for Heatwave with Temperatures Expected to Reach 25C and Above
The UK is set to experience its first heatwave of the summer before the end of June, with temperatures predicted to reach 25°C and above.
