Matt Kean appointed as Chair of Australia's Climate Change Authority
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Former New South Wales (NSW) Treasurer Matt Kean has been appointed as the new chair of Australia's Climate Change Authority. The announcement was made by Prime Minister Anthony Albanese on Monday, shortly after Kean resigned from state politics.
