Wikipedia editors ban large language models for article writing over accuracy concerns
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Volunteer editors on Wikipedia have voted to bar the use of large language models to write or rewrite article content, a move that reflects growing anxiety within the community about AI-driven errors and unverifiable claims. According to The Guardian and Semafor, the new guideline prohibits editors from employing generative AI to produce prose for encyclopedia entries, while still permitting tightly constrained uses of tools for translation and basic copyediting so long as humans verify changes and no new information is introduced. 
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
